NetBeans C++ Cheat Sheet
 

Starting your workspace (only do this once all semester):

STEP #1.  From the START menu

     Find All Programs
     Select NetBeans IDE
STEP #2.  Select File, New Project
STEP #3.  In the Categories menu, select C/C++

     In the Projects category, select C/C++ Application
STEP #4.  In the Project Name field, type the name of the assignment (ex Lab_1 or Loops_HW)

     In the Project Location field, enter the location where you would like to save your work.

NOTE: When in the lab, you might consider saving your work to your H:/ drive or a personal flash drive.


     Uncheck the “Create Main File” box.
STEP #5.  In the Project Manager window on the left of the screen,

     Right click on Source Files under the project name you just created


     In the New menu, select C++ Source File…


     In the File Name field, type the name of the assignment (ex Lab_1 or Loops_HW)


     Click Finish
STEP #6.  EDIT: Open your source file and type in your program
STEP #7.  COMPILE/RUN: Click the Run button in the tool bar at the top of the screen



Cloud9 attempts to compile your code into a “runme” binary file



Any compilation errors are reported in the console window at the bottom of the screen



If compilation is successful, Cloud9 runs your program in the console window
STEP #8.  Correct any errors in the code and repeat STEP #7 until your program works as intended
STEP #9.  Copy your source code and your program output from the console window into the document file to be submitted.
