MAJOR CONCLUSIONS:

1.
About 35 percent of female college students drink primarily to get drunk. Twenty years ago, the figure was 10 percent. Forty percent of male college students drink primarily to get drunk, compared with 20 percent 20 years ago.


2.
In the two weeks before the survey was taken, 47 percent of students under 21 reported binge drinking, and 35 percent of students 21 or older reported binge drinking. During that period, 54 percent of the men reported binge drinking, while 38 percent of the women did.


3.
Alcohol is a factor in about 90 percent of campus rapes, 95 percent of violent campus crime and 80 percent of campus vandalism.


4.
“A” students drink 3.6 drinks a week on average. “D” or lower students average 10.6 drinks a week.


5.
Among women diagnosed with sexually transmitted diseases, 60 percent said they were drunk at the time they most likely contracted the diseases.


6.
White male students averaged nine drinks a week. Latino males averaged 5.8. White women averaged 4.1. Black men averaged 3.6 drinks. Black women averaged 1 drink a week.
