When Food For Thought, the City's largest food bank begins it’s annual “Check-Out Hunger” program tomorrow at more than one hundred area Supermarkets A ten-dollar coupon will joint the one-dollar and five-dollar options that grocery-shoppers have been use to since 2012.

"For those that can and want to give more,” says Michelle Forceall, FFT’s Director of Community Services. Providing the new coupons offers a more convenience way to do that with out having to scan the five-dollar coupon multiple times 

The new coupon also could help the agency reach its yearly fund raising goal sooner than accepted. “We’ve never set a goal this high,” Ms. Forceall says, “And we’re extremely hopeful.

In fourteen years, the Check-Out Hunker Program has generated more then 1.5 million dollars. This year's fun-raiser runs though October 8th.

"Its convenient," Forceal said, "We here all the time that people who come to food for thought to visit or volunteer tell us they maybe volunteering for the first time, but they feel they've been involved for years, because they've participated in the Check-Out Hunger program."

Food Loins’ 12 locale stores will participate in the fund drive. As will all other grocery stores in the city.
